UBL Normalised Model / Order Model etc

The following comments come from a discussion between Mike A and Sue Monday 2 Dec, on Mike’s earlier comments and on touch-points with Transport.

Further comments to version Op70 draft 0.02 Normalised Model

Address: 



Lines 24/25. Propose removal of 2 associations between Address and ShipmentStage. Rationale? Already handled adequately by DeliveryRequest. ShipmentStage associations are more likely to be with Location and to appear in transport and not trade messages.

CommodityClassification:



Line 45. Add "…for statistical purposes" at end of the definition of CargoType.


Lins 46. Add "…by UNEC Recommendation 21, single digit codes, for Customs purposes" at the end of the definition for CommodityCode.

Contract:



Line 60. Add associated object qualifier "Transport" in the association between Contract and Shipment, and the word "transport" in  front of "contract" in the definition.


Line 61. Add the word "transport" in  front of "contract" in the definition  for the association between Contract and Order.

Country:


Lines 65/66. Review words 'originate' and 'destined!' in associated object class qualifier.

DeliveryRequest:


Line 67. Improve definition of aggregate to "delivery information for an order/order item about its end-to-end delivery, scheduling of its delivery, and about its packaging. 


Line 71. Remove association between DeliveryRequest and Delivery Terms. Rationale? Not linked.


Line 83. Correct the definition of the association  between Delivery Schedule and Delivery Request to read "associates a delivery schedule with a delivery request".

DeliveryTerms:


Line 85. Correct typo in definition from 'fo' to 'of'.


Line 86. Add to end of definition"… (2000 version preferred.)


Line 87. Delete BasisCode as these are strictly 'delivery terms' and nothing else.


Line 90. Delete TransportDescription as this is covered by SpecialTerms (previous line)


Lines91/92. Suggest removal as beyong the 80:20 rule.


Line 95. Association should be between DeliveryTerms and Order, not with DeliveryRequest.

EquipmentSeal:


Lines 100-105 should all read TransportEquipmentSeal, not EquipmentSeal.


Line 103 should be replaced by two lines, one for "Condition" and one for "Status". Adjust definition accordingly.


Line 104. Remove as association is not correct.

ExchangeRate:


Line 115. Should be a green line showing the association between ExchangeRate and a (FoeignExchange) Contract.   

HazardousIdentification:


Lines 137-140. The object name for these should be SecondaryHazards instead of HazardousIdentification, otherwise it is simply a duplicate of part of HazardousItem.

HazardousItem:


Line 145. Ideally this should be between lines 142 and 143, in keeping with the above change.

HazardousShipment:


Lines 163-170. The object name for these should be HazardousTransit (or HazardousTransport?)


Lines 161-162. Insert new line for Minimum Transport Temperature.

ItemMeasurement:


Line 182. Remove the ID from AttributeID and change representation term to "Code".

Order:


Lines 219-221. Move "ShipmentXxx" versions to object class "Shipment" and use only in Despatch Advice. Also retain here without the word "Shipment".


Line 222. Believe this is only relevant in Transport messages.


Line 223. As 219-222. Plus need two, gross volume and nett.


Line 224/5. Agreed to remove these.


Between Line 229/230. Add association of Order to DeliveryTerms.


Note that there should also be an association between Order and Party. (Not sure why it went missing!)

OrderItem:


Line 244. This association should be between Order and Destination Country, not OrderItem. Also add "…for Customs purposes" to the end of the definition.

Party:


Line 270. The association between Carrier Party and ShipmentStage is only relevant in Transport messages and should be removed from here.


Line 271. Based on an 80:20 principle (Sue) Owner Party of TransportEquipment is unlikely to be needed.

ReferenceDocument:


Lines 372/3. PaymentTerms and DeliveryTerms are unlikely to be specific documents that need reference. Remove.

Shipment:


Line 383. Add property term qualifier "Handling", and amend definition accordingly.


Line 386. Change the cardinality to 1..n as a single Shipment may encompass more than  one Order.


Line 388. Add associated object class qualifier "Transport".

ShipmentStage:


Line 395. Add "Use UNECE Recommendation 19" to definition.


Line 396. Add representation term "Type". Add "Use UNECE Recommendation 28" to definition.


Lines 400-402. Remove associations with Address (To and From) and Party (Carrier) as not required.

Comments to suggested Compromise Model vis-à-vis Transport Model

Somewhere, probably in the Scope statement, we need to equate Transportation  and Trade terminology and avoid using the 'inappropriate' terminology in the Trade document specification. In the comparisons below the Transport term is cited first.

Do not use Consignee/Consignor

Original Consignor equates to Seller

Final Consignee equates to Buyer 

Do not use Consignment

It does not equate to Shipment

The following are 'sort of' equivalents but are not necessarily one-to-one with each other.


Transport Legs = Shipment Stages


Goods Characteristics = Item Classification


Shipment Transport Equipment = Transport Equipment


Freight Charge = Delivery Charge


Package = Package (i.e. both use the term but a a different level of specification)

"Transport Handling Unit" is the key 'join' between Transportation and Trade models. It is the same as the meaning and concept of the EAN expression "Logistics Unit". This needs to come into the model for the Despatch Advice.

Shipment



"Instructions" should be "Handling Instructions"



Do we also need "HandlingType" and "HandlingCode" as in the transport model?


Allowance/Charge



Do we need to add "PrepaidCollectIndicator" for Freight Charges?


HazardousItem



Do we need to add "Packing Group", "EMSNumber", "TechnicalName" as these are in the transport model but do not appear to have an equivalent in ours?
